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PSC Reporting at INCOSAI 2007
The purpose of this paper is to outline the different reporting procedures in connection with the PSC meeting (Main Committee) and the INCOSAI, November 2007 in order to reach a common agreement on the overall procedures. 
The details of the meeting in the PSC will be settled at a meeting between the Goal Liaison and the PSC Secretariat, May 2007.
Meeting of the PSC (Main Committee)

According to the terms of reference, the whole Professional Standards Committee will only have 1 meeting every 3rd year in connection with INCOSAI. This is due to the size of the PSC, currently 65 SAIs are members of the PSC. IDI, the World Bank, IFAC and potentially IIA are observers.
The PSC meeting in connection with the INCOSAI 2007 is scheduled to take place on November 4, from 13.30 to 15.30 at hotel Nikko in Mexico City. The PSC meeting will provide an opportunity for the PSC Chair and Subcommittee Chairs to inform all members about progress made and tasks for 2007-2010. The details of the meeting in the PSC will be settled at a meeting between the Goal Liaison and the PSC Secretariat, May 2007. The PSC Secretariat would therefore appreciate greatly any input and ideas at the meeting in Bahrain concerning Subcommittee reporting to the PSC meeting. The PSC Secretariat will coordinate the individual contribution of the Subcommittees to the PSC meeting.
INCOSAI 2007

At the INCOSAI 2007, the PSC will ask for approval of official INTOSAI documents and adoption of the entire PSC mandate 2007-2010. Additionally, the INCOSAI provides a unique opportunity to promote the work of the PSC, including Subcommittees. The PSC Secretariat would therefore like to suggest, that Subcommittee Chairs present the Subcommittee reports themselves. In case the Subcommittee Chair does not want to present the report, the Chair of the PSC would of course be pleased to do so.
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
